There were no presentations/guests tonight.

Old Business: Christmas by the Sea Market – Sue gave report of 23 vendors in attendance. It was a very good day. May make a few tweaks for next year, for example the length of the event. 

Trail Clean Up: Connie reported that it was fun, there were five people who participated.  She has posted a video of the event and the pile of garbage collected. She plans to hold more over the winter weather permitting. The next area to tackle would be on the end next to Wayne Chetwynd’s. 

Skating: Dates have been booked as well as transportation with Sou’West Nova Transit.  There is a cost of $100 per trip for the transportation. Dates and times are – Dec 30th 1-2:30, Jan 11th 2-3:30, Feb 15th 2-3:30, Mar 15th 2-3:30. 

Signs: Connie and Anna showed us an example of one of the signs that had been constructed in life size and shown to Council by Derek. As noted previously there will be a Beach sign near the new ramp with distance of beach, boardwalk sign with distance from Chetwynd’s Road/Street to LES, Seacaps Lighthouse sign with distance of full loop etc. They will be promoting such things as information, history and the distances between locations using different means of physical activities. The latter as a promotion of Make Your Move. 

Lobster Crawl: This will be held February 21 -22, 2026. Connie brought forth many ideas some of which have originated from the Heritage and Tourism Committee. It was decided to table this until next months meeting or return it to the before mentioned Committee. 

Open Drop In: Ben held one in the high school in November with four participating.  There had been a glitch with the school scheduling which may possibly account for the low attendance.  He will hold another one on December 19th and then once a month in the new year. 

Futsal Nets: The grant was for $1123.00. There were two indoor nets purchased as well as new nets for the smaller outdoor goals. As well twenty-four jerseys, several balls and whistles were purchased to complete the grant funds.


Indoor Walking: Last year it was held in the Recreation Centre with five or six attending. However, it was not ideally set up for walking. Sue and Anna suggested some things that could be done to make it more accommodating and offered to work on this. Benn said the program would not be starting until January so there is some time to get things ready for this program. 

Benn also updated the committee with the information that the six - month progress report for Make Your Move has been submitted.

Playground Installation Update: Anna reported that it was going well with Luke Swim working on the boardwalk framing today. He will then install the composite boardwalk when it arrives. The missing pilar and padding should arrive at the end of this week. Signs will need to be prepared and installed as well as a sweep for any loose screws etc from the construction. These last items are safety related. 

Playground Fundraising Group: Sue reported that all has been quiet since the Christmas Market, however the group has many ideas and will be gearing up in the new year to implement them. There have been funds from the Municipality and a few grants have been applied for. More details will be forthcoming in the new year at our next meeting or watch for postings on Lockeport Come Check Us Out.

School Update: Will reported that there was a Senior Girls basketball game tonight, Senior Boys tomorrow or Wednesday in Digby and one in Shelburne later this week. Last Friday there was a Wellness Day held at the school with Benn putting on a pickleball workshop. 





New Business: 

Park Decoration/Lighting: This was worked on today by several volunteers with much progress made. In attendance was Sue, Jan, Bonnie, Anna, Jennifer, Monalee, Dawn, Mary and Sheila. Rhiannon brought up that she has some items such as gingerbread and candy canes to donate, these can be added to some of the displays that have been created today. 

Volunteer of the Month Nominations: A photo of Alma is needed to post for January. 

Playground opening discussion: A soft opening may be able to happen in the next few weeks, however signage does need to be in place as well as fencing to block off the unfinished end. This is only the completion of Phase 1. Anna started compiling a list of the individuals or groups that will be invited to the Grand Opening that will not be held until sometime in the spring. This event will need to be organized very carefully as it will be a very special day for Lockeport and the surrounding area. There have been many people involved in the realization of this dream.
